The Express Communications Travel Card is an option which allows customers to make calls from any phone in the U.S., utilizing 8XX access methodology.  After dialing the 8XX access number, the caller receives a voice prompt, then enters his or her authorization code, (which is their telephone number plus a four-digit PIN code).  The caller next receives another prompt and dials the called party.

Value Added Features

(1)
Speed Dialing:  For convenience in dialing frequently called numbers.

Multiple Dialing:  No need to hang up and reenter the card number to make another call.  Just press the # key to make additional calls.

Voice Mail:  The enhanced voice mail allows the customer to receive messages from callers when unable to be reached by phone (business customers only).

(4)
Conference Calling:  Allows any number of people to talk to each other, no matter where they are located.

(5)
Information Services:  Includes news, weather, stock quotes and sports scores, in addition to entertainment categories such as horoscopes, soap summaries and trivia.

Directory Assistance:  By choosing the proper menu item the call can be completed at the same time as directory assistance is provided.

Calls to locations outside the 50 United States are billed at Express' MTS rates (Interstate).
